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Make and Do Activities 
Letter Posters
What You Need

· Old magazines

· Scissors

· Paste

· Large sheets of paper

· Crayons or markers

Who Plays

· 1 or more players

Skills

· Sound-letter correspondences

· Visualise

Students can make posters by choosing a letter and cutting out from a magazine pictures of things (animals, plants, people, inanimate objects) that start with that letter. Direct the students to paste the pictures onto large sheets of paper and to label their posters with the letter. Pictures might also be drawn directly onto the posters.

Variations

· Students can create a picture dictionary by devoting one page of a blank book to each letter of the alphabet.

· Students can create personalised flash cards by printing a letter on one side of an index card and pasting on the other side small pictures of objects whose name begins with the letter.

· Students can make posters by drawing or cutting out pictures of things that all being with a silent letter (such as k for knight or w in wren).
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
